
Over 9,000 runners take part in final leg of highway challenge

THIS year's IJM Allianz Duo 
Highway Challenge 2018 ended 
on a high note, witnessing the 
determination and strong will of 
runners who took full advantage 
of the opportunity to run on a 
closed highway. 

The event attracted more than 
9,000 runners from all walks of 
life. They were flagged off at 
Sunway Pyramid before making 
their way through the new Pantai 
Sentral Park interchange towards 
Pantai Dalam and returning to the 
finishing line. 

After a successful debut last 
year, the International category 
drew interest from runners hailing 
from all over the world including 
Kenya, Scotland, France, Italy, Iraq, 
India, Japan, Hong Kong, 
Singapore and Australia. 

The final leg of this year's IJM 
Allianz Duo Highway Challenge saw 
runners crowding the roads of the 
New Pantai Highway (NPE). Some 
participants and those who also 
completed the first leg of the chal-
lenge at Besraya Highway in April 
were excited to give their best in the 
second leg along the NPE to claim 
the tide as the IJM Allianz Duo 
Highway Challenge champion. 

The final winners were selected 
based on the fastest combined tim-
ing from the 21km and 13km at 
the NPE and Besraya Highway 
Challenge, respectively.
